Plumbers and Dramers Licensing Board

Application for NT Plumbers & Drainers Licence/Registration using Mutual Recognition

If you have a current licence or registration in another state, you can apply under Mutual Recognition and the
Plumbers & Drainers Licensing Board will give you the NT equivalent of what you have in the other state.

If you apply for an Advanced Tradesman’s licence and your current interstate licence is only equivalent to a
Journeyman registration in the NT, you will be granted a Journeyman registration. You may then apply to
upgrade to a licence by showing that you have the required qualifications and experience.

Your mutual recognition application can only be refused if you have provided false or misleading information or
if there is no NT equivalent of your licence. You are allowed to work as soon as you have lodged a complete
application and paid the fee. The Mutual Recognition application form lists everything you need to provide with
your application.

Under NT legislation, The NT Board can only issue licences in the categories of Plumbing and Draining.
NT registration / licence:

Journeyman — Plumbers & Drainers Licensing Board Valid for 3 years.
Can work as a plumber & drainer only under supervision of an Advanced Tradesman.

Can not contract for work in his own right.

Requirements — completion of apprenticeship.

Advanced Tradesman — Plumbers & Drainers Licensing Board Valid for 3 years.
Can supervise Journeyman and contract for work in his own right.

Can not certify / sign off work.

Requirements — Journeyman registration, 2 years work experience as a Journeyman, 10 Certificate IV subjects.
